‘Weegee, born Usher Fellig on June 12, 1899
in the town of Lemburg (now in Ukraine),
first worked as a photographer at age

Wee-
gee published his photographs in several
books, including Naked City (1945), Wee-
gee's People (1046), and Naked Hollywood
(1953). After moving to Hollywood in 1947,
he devoted most of his energy to making
16-millimeter films and photographs for his
“Distortions” series, a project that resulted
in experimental portraits of celebrities and
political figures. He returned to New York in
1952 and lectured and wrote about photog-
raphy until his death on December 27, 1968,
